AUTOMOBILE INSURANCE PROVISIONS

Introduction: 
These Automobile Insurance Provisions apply to any motorized vehicle licensed for highway use while the vehicle is being used for authorized University of Utah business including vehicles owned by the University or vehicles used, rented, leased or borrowed from the University Fleet Services, State Department of Fleet Operations, commercial rental agencies, private individuals or any other outside party. 

University departmental supervisors have a significant management responsibility to know about drivers from their department who are allowed to operate automobiles for University purposes. 

General Guidelines Applicable to all Vehicles used for U of U Business Purposes

To ensure insurance coverage, employees and authorized volunteers who operate any vehicle on University business: 

1. Should have a valid driver's license and comply with any restrictions of that license (File a photocopy of license). 

2. Should be at least 18 years of age (21 for rental or leased vehicles).

3. Should have completed the Driver Training Program(s) . 

4. Should have specific departmental authorization.

5. Should not drive over 6 hours without someone else driving for at least 2 hours.

6. Should not drive between the hours of 1 am and 5 am.

7. Should obey all applicable laws including the speed limit, seat belts and cell phones. Remember to reduce speed appropriately for adverse traffic, weather and road conditions. 

8. Should avoid distractions while driving.

9. Should refer to the Van Operation Procedures for additional rules if renting a 12 passenger van. 

Limitations:
A $10,000 deductible may be imposed on a University of Utah department because of an auto accident if the operator: 

A. was not a licensed driver for the type of vehicle involved in the accident and

B. had not completed the driver training video and test before the accident.

Coverage will be restricted if:

· the operator is under the influence of alcohol, any drug or a combination of alcohol and any drug that renders such operator incapable of safely operating or using the vehicle.
· any driver operates a vehicle outside of his/her University duties, employment or authorization.
*Other insurance coverage restrictions may also apply.

Coverage is excluded if:

· an automobile is used in practice or preparation for racing, a demolition contest or in any stunt activities.
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
