DEFENSIVE DRIVING TRAINING
All University of Utah employees are required to take the university’s defensive driving training course every two years. The course includes an on-line video, which is followed by a test. 

Employees need to complete the defensive driving training using the following link: 

http://risk.utah.gov/risk-training.html   (Use Control + Enter to activate link.)
· Click on the Utah Learning Portal Tutorial.

· Select Enter the Portal under the Public and Higher Ed heading.

· Create an account (security keyword is University of Utah ID)
· Select Launch to begin the training and take the test.

· Exit website when the test is finished.   

An email is sent to employees with a link to the Certificate of Completion pdf.   Print the certificate and give an original copy to the reception desk in the atrium lobby.  A copy of your certificate will be kept on file and the defensive driving database will be updated.
Current Driver’s License information needs to be kept on file.  Please provide the Atrium reception a copy of your current driver’s license.  
  
NOTE:  The University's automobile liability insurer stipulates that a $10,000 deductible may be imposed on a university department in the case of a preventable accident, unless the driver has completed the driver training video and test.
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
